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REGULATION ON CELEBRATIONS FOLLOWING GRADUATION SESSIONS
On the occasion of celebrations following graduation sessions, newly graduated students, their friends and family members are invited TO MAINTAIN BEHAVIOR THAT RESPECTS THE DIGNITY OF THE INSTITUTION THAT HAS AWARDED THEM THEIR DEGREE AND THAT DOES NOT CAUSE ANY HARM TO ALL PEOPLE WHO WORK IN AND USE THE UNIVERSITY FACILITIES (FACULTY MEMBERS, TECHNICAL-ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF, STUDENTS, GUESTS IN VARIOUS CAPACITIES) AND TO THE UNIVERSITY’S PROPERTY.
Therefore, the following are strictly forbidden: LOUD NOISES, THROWING OF CONFETTI, FIREWORKS, ABANDONMENT OF BOTTLES AND CANS, DEFACEMENT OF WALLS AND FLOORS WITH FOOD RESIDUES OF ANY KIND, POSTING OF VARIOUS TYPES OF POSTERS ON WALLS OR TREES, AND ALL OTHER BEHAVIOURS NOT SUITED TO THE UNIVERSITY INSTITUTION.
In the event of damage to persons and/or property, the University will undertake all actions for compensation, pursuant to current regulations, against those responsible, and will report the facts to the judicial authorities if a criminal offense is identified.
This regulation, approved by the Didactic Area Council of Sociology and Applied Social Research on June 21, 2017, and by the Didactic Area Council of Social Service and Social Policies on June 20, 2017, will be published on the website of the Department of Social and Economic Sciences as an integral part of the graduation procedures in force from the 2017–18 academic year.
